VISION, and COMMITMENT TO VICTORY.   

First, in terms of cultivated hearts, weõre making 
spiritual preparation for renewal  in a number of ways.  

Our Deacons have divided themselves into prayer 

groups that are praying diligently for a rekindling of 

Godõs Spirit among us.  Our Mission Groups and  

Sunday School Classes are praying for refreshing from 
the Lord.  Iõm asking our members who worship with us 

by DVD to serve as an At Home Prayer Team to pray 

that God will recharge our spirits by His grace.  And  

beginning on Friday, August 6 th , 40 days before our 

renewal services, I invite you to join me in 

fasting and praying during your  
normal lunch hour for the next six 

Fridays before our services begin.  

The second spiritual dynamic 

thatõs coming is the series of  

renewal services  themselves, led by 
Dr. Daniel Vestal, National  

Coordinator of the CBF, as our 

preacher, and by Jeremy Poplin,  

Minister of Music & Worship at 

Marion Baptist Church, as our  

worship leader.  Our traditional and 
modern services will join together for 

Sunday morning, Sunday night,  

Monday night, and Tuesday night, 

September 12 -14.  Itõs not too soon to 

mark those dates on your calendar so that youõll not 
miss a single minute of these remarkable experiences 

of worship.

The third dynamic coming up is our trip to Hopeful 

Imagination , a CBF -sponsored workshop at First  

Baptist, Wilmington, North Carolina on October 21 -23.  
This workshop will be an energizing experience of  

beginning to re -imagine what God may have in store for 

our own congregation as we seek His guidance.  This 

journey is for staff, team leaders and team members, 

deacons, teachers ñitõs for everybody!  The expenses for 

this workshop event are quite minimal if we have as 
many as six people attending from our church . . . and 

Iõm hoping for 20-30 people!

    Those òspiritual pioneersó will  
become the anchors of what I hope 

will become at least several dozen 

òprayer triplets,ó groups of three 

members of varying ages and  

circumstances who will covenant to 

meet for prayer and sharing ten times 
over a period of ò100 days of  

discernment.ó  When these four  

dynamics ñprayer for renewal; the  

renewal services; Hopeful Imagination ; 

and 100 days of discernment ñare   

   gathered together in our hearts, we will indeed have 
cultivated hearts  that are ready for God to reveal the 
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September 12-14 

compelling vision  that will inspire our commitment 

to pursue  Godõs purposes with passion.
